A marquee is a traditional peg and pole tent, the most familiar type 
of pavilion, with a gently ceiling gently sloping down from tall centre 
poles. A structure or event pavilion is a flexible and stable form of 
temporary structure and can be constructed to virtually any size on 
any surface. Without internal poles, the floor space is completely 
unobstructed. Marquees come in several designs, some with silk 
linings, others with a sleek flat look. There’s an option for clear walls 
or arched windows, clear or white roofs. There is a myriad of table 
linens and runners, chair covers and sashes to choose from.

Once Barlens have erected a marquee they leave it for the exclusive 
use of the clients, not only for the evening of the wedding, but also 
for an informal gathering the following day. For those couples who 
are looking for a suitable location, the staff at Barlens are familiar 
with the local region and will be able to offer site suggestions.

Steve Berry, Barlens’ South Coast representative, loves his role with 
the company. “It’s very fulfilling,” he says. “Always moving ahead and 
changing.” He is never daunted by an unusual request but says beach 
weddings can present particularly difficult circumstances. If a couple 
wants a marquee on the beach he needs to come up with inventive 
ideas to keep the marquee anchored to the sand and weather is 
always a major consideration. He recalls one instance where the rain 
bucketed down for 10 minutes right through the ceremony. As soon 
as it was over, the sun shone again and everyone was happy. 

He says a favourite part of his job is getting the chance to meet 
a variety of like-minded people. “Everyone is out to have a good 
time. Most people want to enjoy the process but we have a lot of 
very nervous people as well. “It’s important everyone remembers 
to enjoy themselves. With so much to organise, many people get 
caught up in the minor details and forget to have a good time,” 
Paul says. “We once had a bride who spent the whole day in tears 
because she wanted a garden wedding and it rained. She was so 
distraught she refused to go to the reception.”

Steve emphasises the value of careful planning. “When I work 
with people on a wedding, I like to paint them a picture of how their 
special day is going to turn out. If they are anxious, I like to settle 
them down and assure them that everything will be wonderful.”
